I stand in as ISACA representative to INTOSAI thus I understand the government impacts and know also their ways as much as the commercial interests and the impact and the constraints and strategies to delineate the social / civil interests.

I attended - Writing for Policy and Public Comment Training - ICANN-NCUC and also the Online Moderators Programme - Shaping the Internet – History & Futures – ISOC, further to that I have been ISOC-IGF Ambassador. My participation within ICANN has been on WHOIS-RDS - Now observer - EPDP,  New gTLD Subsequent Procedures Working Group Member,  CCWP ICANN and Human Rights, GNSO Review Working Group,  CCWG Accountability WG, At-Large Technology Taskforce, New gTLD Subsequent Procedures Sub Team – Track 5, At-Large Consolidated Policy Working Group (CPWG), I remain ICANN - ALAC Member because if ISOC representation and NCUS/NCSG Member and I did also review for NCSG the IDN Variants input and have participated in previous remarks on ICANN papers.

If selected, I will devote as much time as is needed and I have been present in the past at as much events and discussion as possible and I engage myself as per request to be present every day at the meetings. I will also do what I can, within the constraints to include the community in that process and engage others as well as disseminating the experience to other members. I have the freedom to devote as much time and effort as needed to tasks at hand and willing to take on more and also to voice out by being present and represent NCSG views. And to my mind, making sure that NCSG fulfills its commitments to transparency and accountability and assuring its stand. I also do not require a VISA for EU thus no need for VISA.
